The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Environmental & Safety Manager – Utilities Department for SSO (sanitary sewer overflows) meter. 
Ms. Garza: Some of these meters are extremely old and not functioning properly and have exceeded their useful life. When repairs are possible they are very costly. Cost for each meter and sensor is $3,895.00 totaling $7,790.00 for two meters, plus adding in shipping cost of $72.00 bringing total to $7,862.00. 
Mr. Gilchrist: Says here in your memo that the 4150 model….

Ms. Garza: That series is no longer available and if we had one that could be repaired it would be very costly. 

Mayor Krasienko: Is this something we have to do to pass the SSOs?

Mr. Garza: We have to monitor them till they tell us we no longer need to. 
Mr. Timko: IN AUBIBLE……
Mayor Krasienko:  So with the tunnel that should relieve us with all these overflows? 

Mr. Timko: Is the meter will be deactivated.

Mr. Gilchrist: How much is the meters? 

Mr. Timko: Two of them will be a total with shipping at $7,862.00.

Ms. Garza: We have eleven (11) sites.

Mayor Krasienko: How old are the other meters?

Ms. Garza: Some of them over 20 years old. 

Mayor Krasienko: Have we looked at having a testing company on those? 

Mr. Timko: It’s not a bad idea. When this program originally began they did it and then they switched over to meters. We can definitely get quotes on it and see.  
Mr. Gilchrist: Then they would be responsible for the maintenance and fees on that.

Mr. Timko: I like that idea. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to hold the above item in abeyance so get three quotes on testing. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to hold the above in abeyance.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities Department for approval of agreement between City of Lorain and Malcolm Pirnie, Inc for Administrative and Engineering Construction Over-Site of the First Phase of the Storage and Conveyance Tunnel to abate wastewater flows into the Black River. This agreement was presented to and approved by Lorain City Council on March 21, 2011 Ordinance 42-11.  
Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the agreement with the City of Lorain and Malcolm Pirnie, Inc.   
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Police Department for equipment purchase with traffic grant funds, the purchase of $7,951.00 worth of equipment to help with OVI (drunk driving) enforcement equipment. Recently, the state increased our traffic grant award by this amount specifically for the purpose of purchasing equipment to add in this targeted enforcement, this is with CMI Inc. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase with CMI Inc., in the amount of $7,951.00. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.
