a) Buyer agrees to provide a $1,000 earnest payment to wards the purchase price. 

b) Buyer has obtained a 1st mortgage for the balance of the purchase

c) Buyer agrees to live in this home as an owner occupant in accordance with the NSP Program guidelines.

Mayor Krasienko: Did you advertise?

Mr. Hopewell: Yes, we did advertise in the Morning Journal and our City’s website. 

Mayor Krasienko: How much was the sale for?

Mr. Hopewell: $59,900.

Mayor Krasienko: We don’t have to get Council approval, right? 

Mr. Hopewell: No.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the sale of 3445 Grove Avenue to Mr. Manual Rivera. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.  

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for approval of basement waterproofing at 3445 Grove Avenue. Mr. Hopewell would you like to speak on this?

Mr. Hopewell: Sure. This was originally brought to Board of Control on March 28, 2011 with interior waterproofing, per the Board wanted quotes on exterior waterproofing and that’s what we did, we contacted three (3) different contractors and Gonzalez Waterproofing was the lowest bid at $9,250.00 and that includes back flow preventive and also sidewalk replacements and if we got in the specs if the sanitary and storm sewers are tide together they are to separate those out and that is all included in this price. 
Mr. Gilchrist: Two other quotes were submitted by Rogers Construction in the amount of $9,500 and Lorain County Paving Inc. in the amount of $1,790.00.

Mayor Krasienko: Do you know what kinds of drain tiles are being installed?

Mr. Hopewell: No, I really am not sure. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve a purchase order in the amount of $9,250.00 to Gonzalez Waterproofing. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.  

Mr. Gilchrist: Request to add from Community Development 931 King Ave. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve to add request to agenda.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.  

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for waterproofing at 931 King Ave. This was held in abeyance on March 14, 2011 and we wanted Community Development to look at some other options. After review of other options, it was determined to have the general contractor of this contract at this property do the work. Does that pretty much sum that up? 
Mr. Hopewell: Yes.

Mr. Gilchrist: So, motion to award C. Francis Builders to do the waterproofing that was originally talked about at the March 14, 2011 Board of Control meeting. 
Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to award C. Francis Builders the waterproofing at 931 King Ave. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.  

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities – Purification Department for Aquamark for one more geotube bag. This purchase order was requested for Aquamark one more 100’ geotube bag. We had room at the temporary sludge site for one more bad. The PO was for less that $5000 but a PO $10,000 was requested earlier in the year, so at Debbie Fossie’s request, this is going to BOC for approval. This should be the last geotube bag purchased for the year as the six bags should provide sufficient storage capacity. PO 11-1001 for $4,000 was issued for the bag since it needed to be ordered quickly, total sum of the two Aquamark PO’s is $14,000.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase with Aquamark for geotube bag. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.  

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities PQMWWTP Department for automatic bar screen overhead door replacement. This is for the purchase of a new exterior mounted 15’ high 10’ wide motor operated, stainless steel overhead door. For the replacement of the interior mounted automatic bar screen door that has failed due to poor engineering, moisture and hydrogen sulfide. The H2S over the past 7 years has deteriorated the motor and electrical controls, also, due to these harsh conditions the door itself has been damaged during operation in cold weather. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to hold the above item in abeyance for further quotes. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to hold the above in abeyance.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves to hold the above item.
The final item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities IT Department for UPS (uninterruptable power supply) from LTI Power Systems in the amount of $5,641.00. This is for what Corey?
Mr. Werner: This is to provide continuous power to all physical servers, communication equipment and phones, in the event of a power outage. 
Mayor Krasienko: Did we get two other quotes?

Mr. Werner: Two other quotes, but not official quotes. 

Mayor Krasienko: How is the pricing? 
Mr. Werner: One hirer, one lower.

Mr. Timko: The one thing is with LTI is that they are local, right down the road and they have better equipment and backup. 

Mr. Werner: It is not the lowest, but it is really hard to judge because everyone talks about it in different ways, the one thing with LTI’s UPS is that they designed theirs different from everyone else’s, on a normal UPS you have battery back up and only goes into effective if we lose power, where LTI’s UPS you are always drawing power from the battery and if you lose power there is no interference because you are always drawing power from the battery. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase with LTI Power Systems in the amount of $5,641.00. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
