The first item was to approve the following:  

Mayor Krasienko:  Request from Utilities Department for the purchase of a 2011 Chevy Step Van from Joe Firment through state purchasing. This is a step van in the amount of $42,000.00. This vehicle will be replacing Distribution Vehicle #4 this was approved by council. Motion to approve the purchase of the 2011 Chevy Step Van.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye. Passed unanimously. 

At this time the Board approves the above.  

The next item was to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Utilities Department for the purchase of a 2011 Silverado 1500 2WD from Joe Firment. The amount of the purchase is $16,780.00. This was passed by council on May 2, 2011. Motion to approve the purchase of a 2011 Silverado 1500 2WD.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko:
Request from the Utilities Department for the purchase of a 420E Backhoe and trailer from Ohio Cat though state purchasing. The cost of the purchase is $93,565.02. This was passed by council on May 2, 2011. 

Mr. Russell: There was a trade in on the not sure if you need this for your information.

Mayor Krasienko: There will be a trade-in the 1986 Case 480E Backhoe valued at $6,000.00 which goes towards the purchase so it’s actually $87,565.02.

Mr. Russell: No the price is $93,565.02

Mr. Dore: That is the net price.

Mayor Krasienko: Minus the $6,000.00.

Mr. Russell: No.

Mayor Krasienko: The actual price was $99,565.02 minus the trade in. Ok so this would also approve the trade in as well so I would amend my motion. Motion to approve the purchase of the 420E Backhoe and trailer in the amount of $93,565.02.

Mayor Krasienko: Two 2011 Ford F-150 4x4 V6 ext. Cab at $20,708.35 each and one 2011 Ford Escape 4x4 cylinder at $20,133.50. Motion to approve the purchase of 2 2011 Ford F-150 and one 2011 Ford Escape.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request form the Utilities Department to request to review the open PO’s. This would be to close PO’s all these are 2011 PO’s 503, 658, 706, 748, 952, 1006 in the listed amounts these were PO’s for LaFarge after concurring with  IN-Audible…

Mr. Russell: PO’s were for Terminal. Purchasing the stone from LaFarge not through the contract.

Mayor Krasienko: Through the bid blanket contract. So these are PO’s with Terminal or Falbo? So we will cancel those out and put them back in the fund balance and open up a blanket PO with LaFarge who we did bulk aggregate purchase through.

Mr. Dore: Why does it have to come here?

Mr. Russell: Because there were some invoices were outstanding and I had to get Board of Control approval per Ron Mantini and Mr. Gilchrist to close these and pay for them and then start bidding on the contract.

Mayor Krasienko: So this will be a blanket PO for $10,000.00 under the LaFarge Contract?

Mr. Russell: Yes.

Mr. Dore: I’m confused.

Mayor Krasienko: They are closing out these because it’s well over $5,000.00 but not individually so their closing all these PO’s?

Mr. Dore: I know but you don’t need Board of Control approval to close those PO’s.

Mayor Krasienko: I know but for the blanket PO I guess it’s just for clarification purposes.

Mr. Russell: Well I had these from Debbie Fossie this is what she gave me. She told me that I had outstanding vouchers that she wouldn’t pay until we had Board of Control approval. It’s the approval to pay the outstanding invoices.

Mr. Dore: So we are not just closing them we are paying them.

Mr. Russell: They are open there is nothing on them. These are the ones that needed to be approved to pay. 

Mr. Dore: What you’re doing is not what you’re asking us to approve.

Mr. Russell: 706

Mayor Krasienko: Yes

Mr. Russell: Needs to be approved to be paid.

Mayor Krasienko: So these are not to be closed these are to be paid. 

Mr. Russell: No, these are to be closed, but if you read there are some outstanding invoices. This is one right here.

Mayor Krasienko: So it’s to pay the outstanding invoices. Then close the PO’s. The motion is to pay outstanding invoices that are on those PO’s and then close the PO’s an then open up a blanket PO with LaFarge for $10,000.00 for aggregate.

Mayor Krasienko: This is a request from the Utilities Department for the purchase of products from HD Supply Waterworks. I respectfully request Board of Control to review the attached Requisition for approval for the purchase of the following products form HD Supply Waterworks to repair catch basins and sanitary manholes.12- Frames at $235.00, 12- Grates at  $148.00, 12- Backs at $121.00, 10- Frames at $175.00, 10- Solid Sanitary covers at $112.00 for the total project amount is $8,918.00. Motion to approve the purchase.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Community Development Department for the sale of 333 Indiana Avenue. Do you wish to briefly go through this?

Mr. Goldberg: Yes. The purchaser name is Gregory and Michele Gossett the address is 333 Indiana Avenue their qualified NSP buyers based on owner income and occupancy. The sale price is $67,900.00 the terms are a $1,000 earnest money they will obtaining conventional finances IN-AUDIABLE… we will be paying up to a maximum of closing and settlement costs in $4,000.00 the transaction should close in 45 days or less.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase of 333 Indiana Avenue.

The final item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Water Purification Department to add a Sludge Pump Rental. This is a request from Daniel McGannon. The water plant is in the process of a trial use Geotubes to avert sending Alum sludge to the Wastewater Plant. Pumps hoses and road crossing ramps were rented from Godwin Pumps to complete this task. The initial setup took longer than my predecessor and maintenance personnel must have anticipated. I have been investigating other options however, to ensure number 2 setting Tank cleaning is completed another month rental will be required. $12,000.00 of expenditures was appropriated. I am requesting and additional $6,000.00 to complete the cleaning of #2 Setting Tank. Motion to increase the purchase order with Godwin Pumps of $6,000.00 for a total of $18,000.00.
