The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities Department for Aquamark. This is a request for Board of Control approval for the following purchase, Aquamark for the polymer for the Water Treatment Plant not to exceed a total of $25,000.00. Doug do you want to give us a recap?

Mr. Brown: Sure because I kind of have to make an addendum to that. What I actually need and I just found out this morning is $25,000.00 for the polymer and $25,000.00 for the Geotube.

Mr. Gilchrist: We need more Geotubes?

Mr. Brown: Yes. Now the Geotubes are currently loaded with sludge and I don’t want to get ahead of myself. I am going to put together a gratifying ordinance today emergency for council with a letter waiving the time restraint so that we can have $50,000.00 available for Aquamark for the purpose of those two, Geotubes and the polymer they are in dire need of it so we will try do that for council later and right now I would like to add another $25,000.00 for this.

Mr. Gilchrist: So what do we have on our account now? Is there sufficient funding for both or that’s what you’re going to council for?

Mr. Brown: No the funding should be there I can’t give you a definite approval I just need approval to move forward.

Mr. Dore: So in other words it’s really $50,000.00 project not a $25,000.00 project?

Mr. Brown: Yes.

Mr. Dore: So we can do a Board of Control pending contingent approval upon council’s approval tonight which should be forth coming. 

Mr. Gilchrist: Motion to approve the purchases of polymer and Geotube bags pending council matic action not to exceed $50,000.00.

Motion was made by Mr. Gilchrist, Service Director and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye. Passed unanimously. 

At this time the Board approves the above.  

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request form the Utilities- Black River WWTP for hauling disposal of Alum Press Sludge. I would like your approval in the amount of $20,000.00 to cover expenses for the disposal of Alum Sludge to Black River WWTP form Lorain Water (Purification Plant). The sludge will be trucked to Erie County Landfill. The funds will be taken from the Contractual Services sludge account. This is for the excess sludge that we have been cleaning out of the basins.

Mr. Brown: Exactly, like I said the Geotubes are full and were at the point where we need to drain them so it takes time for them to drain and in the mean time we have to get rid of the excess sludge.

Mr. Gilchrist: Motion to approve the purchase to $20,000.00.

Motion was made by Mr. Gilchrist, Service Director and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye. Passed unanimously.
