Bid opening was October 12, 2011 there were 2 bids were received for iron pipe:

It has been recommended to accept the $0.070/lb be All American Recycling and reject the cooper bids. 

Mr. Arendt: I would like to have a little more discussion about this. Can we officially throw out the two bids and go without rebidding?
Mayor Krasienko: We are going to check on that now. I do not think so but we have the right to reject the cooper piping which those are low. Cooper is dropping right now but even No. one cooper is around $2.48/lb. This is No. two cooper we should be getting somewhere around $2.00 or $2.25/lb.
Mr. Arendt: We wait until that happens?

Mayor Krasienko: No. We will just have to rebid it. I think we will go out and notify some other recyclers.
Mr. Arendt: So we can throw out the two for cooper and do the iron?

Mayor Krasienko: Yes. Motion to approve the sell of the iron pipe to All American Recycling in the amount of $0.070/lb and to reject the cooper pipe bids.

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Utilities Department for the approval of a PO in the amount of $14,170.00 for a module for GE Fanuc Proficy Scada System. This price also includes the implementation of this module and 2 ½ years software maintenance. This module will allow us to create data warehouse of plant operating information. Currently all operational data from our scada systems are stored locally with a limited amount of history maintained. This system will store all data from plants in a central server accessible by and person or any system on the network. Data will also be kept for an unlimited amount of time. Once this system is in place, interfaces to our WIMS (Water Information Management System) and other systems like CMMS (Computerized Maintenance Management System) and LIMS (Laboratory Information Management Systems) systems can even further reduce manual processes. It is Electronic Equipment and Maintenance Agreements in the accounts that are listed. Motion to approve the PO with GE Fanuc Proficy Scada System in the amount of $14,170.00.
