The first item was to approve the following:  

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Utilities Department for the approval of one year extension for the calendar year 2012 for the Street Patching Contract between the City of Lorain Utilities Department and Terminal Ready Mix for a total bid extension of $517,180.00 per year. This is the first option one year extension provided in the original contract. Motion to award the bid extension in the amount of $517,180.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Arendt and safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above item.  Roll call was as follows: Mayor Krasienko…aye, Arendt…aye, Dore...aye. Passed unanimously.  At this time the Board of control approves the item above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Community Development Department for the approval of renovations of two buildings at 1005 and 1007 W. 17th St in the amount of $7,850.00. The building was renovated after a fire a number of years ago and there were no permits pulled of inspections made to bring the building up to code. The furnace and hot water tanks were vented through a chimney that was not built to handle four furnaces and for hot water heaters. Community Development asked the Building Department to inspect and determine what the best options to make the building safe for the residents and to meet code. The building Department suggested that we install 90%+ furnaces and install electric hot water heaters. This will no require the use of the old, undersized chimney. It will be necessary to run four new 220 amp. circuits for the hot water heaters(one for each unit). Executive Construction gave a bid of $7,850.00 to install four new 90%+ furnaces and install four electric hot water heaters (in place of the gas hot water heaters on their original bid) and include the upgrade of the electrical circuits for the tanks. This also includes flashing the chimney because if is leaking and causing damage to the drywall on the 2nd floor. Motion to approve the change order in the amount of $7,850.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Arendt and safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above item.  Roll call was as follows: Mayor Krasienko…aye, Arendt…aye, Dore...aye. Passed unanimously.  At this time the Board of control approves the item above.
