Looks like it is for the difference in material costs for inlet tops quantity of four, additional costs for using ms concrete in drive aprons 70 cubic yards, and material/labor to install surface mounted ADA ramp at NE corner Illinois and F Street 1 for $450 all totaling up to $1,484.00.
