The first item was to approve the following:  

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Utilities Department for the approval of a PO to upgrade from Microsoft SQL Five User License to a Microsoft SQL Processor License in the amount of $5,599.00. What is the SQL?

Mr. Timko: SQL is basically the software that we are using to run our share point server that is where all of our documents throughout the entire organization INAUDITABLE… shared paint so everyone can get to those particular documents we have been testing it very few of us have been using it and now we want to watch it system wide.
Mayor Krasienko: Ok. So it is basically word your digitizing all your documents.

Mr. Timko:  Yes, so everyone can get at them.

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Utilities Department for approval of payment to Smith Paving and Excavating for the work performed on Urban Circle in the amount of $5,355.00.  The Engineering Department was called to address a pavement failure on Urban Circle. A void was discovered under the pavement that was believed to be caused by a waterline leak. The Distribution Division investigated leaks in the area found they did have a leak next to the pavement failure and that the leak may have caused the void, therefore we have been asked to pay or the needed repairs.

Mr. Timko: They had gone out there and this had been some time ago there was a discussion about it and they convinced me.  Dennis Pihlblad showed me the pictures of what the leak was and all that. The way that the piping runs out there they believe that it had to be the water leak pushing it some where.
Mayor Krasienko: Washed it out. Motion to approve the payment to Smith Paving and Excavating for the work performed on Urban Circle in the amount of $5,355.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Arendt to approve the above item.  Roll call was as follows: Mayor Krasienko…aye, Arendt…aye. Passed unanimously.  At this time the Board of control approves the item above.
The next item was to approve the following:
Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Utilities Department for a requisition approval for Pallet Racking in the amount of $8,247.12. This is through state purchasing.
Mr. Russell: It is for inventory storage.

Mr. Timko: Yes, it would continue to go up the walls.

Mr. Russell: Yes, this would be at the RTI Facility.

Mayor Krasienko: Super Hut?

Mr. Timko: Yes, the same kind you see at Lowe’s.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the requisition for Pallet Racking in the amount of $8,247.12.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Arendt to approve the above item.  Roll call was as follows: Mayor Krasienko…aye, Arendt…aye. Passed unanimously.  At this time the Board of control approves the item above.
The final item was to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Community Development Department for the approval to allow the Service Director to execute any documents regarding the City’s guaranty of the State Loan. The Amended and rested note and Loan Agreement for the State Urban Redevelopment Loan for South Shore CDC as approved by City Council as Ordinance 116-11 on August 11, 2011. The amended documents include provisions previously approved by all parties to the Development Agreement and include a new provision to utilize 25% of net sales proceeds from any sale to reduce the State loan. 
Mr. Rangel: INAUDITABLE…. Part of the agreement would be the exhibits INAUDITABLE… loan agreement. On the last page is a acknowledgment consent affirmation of the guarantee basically that we are agreeing to all of the changes that they are making to the note and loan agreement which is sales price, cash flow, and reducing the state loan from the 2.7 down to the 1.35 that was all spelled out in the Development Agreement. What was not spelled out in the Development Agreement which is why we had council was the release of the used price 25%. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to accept the amended documents and authorize the Service Director to sign the acknowledgement consent affirmation.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Arendt to approve the above item.  Roll call was as follows: Mayor Krasienko…aye, Arendt…aye. Passed unanimously.  At this time the Board of control approves the item above.
