PERSONNEL CORRESPONDENCE:

On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Haupt the eligibility list for the position of Part-time Clerk- Typist – City of Lorain was re-established for a second year.  Motion carried 3-0. 

A request for the adoption of the revised job description for the position of Fire Master Mechanic in the Lorain Fire Department was received.  On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Haupt the job description was adopted as revised.  Motion carried 3-0.

A request for Exceptional Appointment after the posting, advertising and interview process for the position of Assistant Deputy Auditor III in the Lorain City Auditor’s office was received from Mr. Mantini.  After the citywide posting process, there were only two qualified applicants who possessed the education and background required for the position.  The position was then advertised and nineteen individuals returned applications. Thirteen people were interviewed and as a result, Ms Tabitha Leith presented as the best and most qualified candidate. Ms Leith’s education, and extensive background in finance and office management set her apart from the other candidates. 

On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Haupt the Exceptional Appointment of Ms. Tabitha Leith to the position of Assistant Deputy Auditor III in the Lorain City Auditor’s office was approved.  Motion carried 3-0.

A request for Exceptional Appointment after the posting, advertising and interview process for the position of Information Technology Manager in the Lorain Utilities Department was received from Mr. Miller.  After the citywide posting process, there were no qualified applicants who held the specific background and education required for the position.  The position was then advertised and seven individuals returned applications. Four people were interviewed and as a result, Mr. Troy Werner presented as the best and most qualified candidate.  Mr. Werner’s education, background and consulting experience in the specific computer areas utilized by the Lorain Utilities Department set him apart from the other candidates.  On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Haupt the Exceptional appointment of Mr. Troy Werner to the position of Information Technology Manager in the Lorain Utilities Department was approved.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Gleisner and Mr. Provenza commented on the detail that was listed in the letters to the Commission from Mr. Mantini and Mr. Miller concerning the posting and application process and the breakdown of the candidates.

A request for the Provisional Certification of Mr. Michael Darmos to the position of Motor Equipment Operator in the Lorain City Street Department after hiring through posting and an alternate eligibility list was received from Safety Service Director Miller.  There was discussion on this matter from Mr. Tony Krasienko as to timing of this appointment and how recent Mr. Darmos received his CDL.  He also questioned whether there was a dire need to provisionally appoint when a competitive examination has already been scheduled.  Mr. Krasienko also noted that Mr. Darmos is a member of the administrative staff and questioned his expertise as a Motor Equipment Operator.  Corey Timko was involved with meetings with the administration and Chuck Camera on this matter.  He explained that the call-out list for Operators is not as extensive as in years past.  He explained that the new Operators are members of the Labor Pool and not exclusive to any one department.  For this reason, current operators and other city workers were not interested in the position.  Mr. David Wargo indicated that after an accident that occurred last year with call-out drivers, some individuals were skeptical to sign-up for call-out.  On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Haupt the provisional certification of Mr. Michael Darmos was approved.  Motion carried 3-0.  

In a further motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Provenza a letter will be sent to the administration by the Commission concerning the utilization of current entry level eligibility lists if a job cannot be filled through posting.  In addition, if there is no list available for a position the Commission requests notification in writing to determine possible advertising and testing rather than provisional appointments.

Announcements of the upcoming  Matron / Cleaner examination  and Motor Equipment Operator examination were received and filed.
