OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:

A letter from Mr. Alexander Cieslak was received beyond the agenda deadline  requesting an alternate test date due to his military deployment prior to the Lorain Firefighter examination.  There was a great deal of discussion as to the legality of alternate test days for persons in the military who wish to take entry level written civil examinations for positions in the City of Lorain. Upon receipt of this request, Paula Cantu checked the state laws and local civil service rules.  In addition she spoke with Attorney Elaine Stevenson of the State Personnel Board of Review as well as Mr. Derek Talib, Department of Administrative Services Testing Division and Attorney Rob Patchen, Office of Policy Development of the Department of Administrative Services. It was found that the Ohio Revised Code does not address alternate written test dates for entry-level civil service positions for those individuals who are serving in the military at the time of the written examination.  It was also noted that there is no provision in the ORC to mail or electronically allow an individual to take an examination out of the country at the same time the scheduled test is being given.  It was further noted that local civil service rules may only restrict and not enhance the state laws and that under a charter form of government rather than statutory, additional provisions can be made.  On a motion made by Mr. Riley and seconded by Mr. Gleisner the Commission will request a legal opinion from the Law Director’s office to see if any additional information can be provided concerning this matter.  In addition Ms. Cantu will contact Mr. Rob Patchen once again at the Dept. of Administrative Services to get more details in any on off site testing .  Motion carried 3-0.

On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Riley the payrolls for the City of Lorain and the Lorain Board of Education were approved providing they are in accord with standard Civil Service policy and procedures.  Motion carried  3-0.  

On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Riley the next regular meeting of the Lorain Civil Service Commission will be held on Monday, June 16, 2008 at 5:00 p.m. in the Civil Service office.  Motion carried 3-0.

On a motion made by Mr. Gleisner and seconded by Mr. Haupt the meeting adjourned.  Motion carried  3-0.
